The r e g u l a r  monthly mee t in j  of t h e  Board of Mayor and Alderman 
of the Town of  Kimball was held  at the Town Hall .  The Mayor called Ihe 
meeting t o  o r d e r  and asked f o r  a r o l l  call.  Mayor Beene and Alderman 
Peoples were present  b u t  Alderman Hlevins could hot  a t t end .  Also p resen t  
was Attorney Thomas Maham. 

Mayor Beene asked f o r  a r e a d i n j  of t h e  minutes of t h e  previous meet- 
i n j  and t h e  Recorder read them. They were approved a s  read  w i t h  one ex- 
cept ion:  t h e  s ta tement  t h a t  Alderman BLevins voted alonq wi th  F i r e  Chief 
Joe Holder, concerning t h e  ques t ion  of l e t t i n g  New Hope use t h e  spray r i j ,  
was i n c o r r e c t  a s  Joe Holder does not have a vote.  

Mayor Beene read t h e  correspondence. H e  had recckved a l e t t e r  from 
Bob Sprouse,of t h e  Tennessee Local Government Insdrance Plan, saying  no 
unauthorized persons could r i d e  i n  o r  d r i v e  C i t y  owed vehic les .  Only 
employees of t h e  Town of Kimball w i l l  be allowed t o  r i d e  i n  o r  d r i v e  
C i t y  vehicles .  Addit ional ly ,  no employee under t h e  age of twenty-one 
w i l l  be allowed t o  d r ive  a C i ty  vehic le .  Mayor Beene said i n f r a c t i o n s  
of t h e s e  r u l e s  must be stopped. This  matter  was r e f e r r e d  t o  t h e  a t t o r n e y  
t o  answer saying t h e  Town of Kimball w i l l  enforce  t h e s e  r u l e s .  The Board 
decided any employee v i o l a t i n j  t h e  r u l e s  w i l l  be immediately suspended 
f o r  t h r e e  days. A second v i o l a t i o n  w i l l  r equ i re  t h a t  t h e  of fendes  be 
b rou jh t  before  t h e  Board and h i s  employment s t a t u s  w i l l  be reviewed by 
t h e  Board. 

Mayor Beene asked f o r  any o l d  business .  Alderman Peoples s a i d  he 
had misunderstood about t h e  3/4 cen t  s a l e s  tax .  A d i scuss ion  followed 
with t h e  Mayor s t a t i n g  his views on t h i s  matter, Alderman Peoples s a i d  
he would be more i n  favor  f o r  t h e  3/4 cent  s a l e s  t a x  than  he would be 
f o r  a property t a x .  Both Mayort7Beene and Alderman Peoples agreed f o r  
a r e s o l u t i o n  f o r  t h e  s a l e s  t a x  t o  be decided on referendum. 

Attorney 3raham s a i d  l a w s  jovernin j  t h e  use of Revenue S h a r i n j  
funds have been changed and t h a t  these  funds can now be used f o r  schools.  

Mayor Beene made a recommendation t h a t  a l l  fu l l - t ime policemen be 
given a cloth in^ allowance of $125.00 per  year  and part-t ime policemen 
be given $62.50 per  year  be j inning  February 1, 1977. Alderman Peoples 
s a i d  he d i d  not  want t o  a c t  on anything dur ing  t h i s  meeting s i n c e  Alderman 
Blevins could not be present :  a l s o ,  due t o  t h e  fact t h a t  t h e r e  would 
be a new Alderman i n  h i s ,  Alderman Peoples ' ,  p lace a t  the  next  r e j u l a r  
meeting. 

Mayor Beene made a motion t o  adjourn and Alderman Peoples seconded 
it. The meeting w a s  adjourned,
